Car of the Month Bill Annis

| purchased the 73 convertible

in the fall of 1994 from the
original owner. It was an
original Texas car with 42K and
was completely unmolested i
sort of. The owner had driven

it up from Dallas back in the
md-806s and
occasional drive during the
summer months, keep it
parked in a garage with a dirt
floor. After spending8 -10
years in semi -storage, the
underside had developed some
fine 6rust
holes. The engine, drive train
and chassis were completely
original and just about every
seal and bushing was worn
out. Aside from the worn
seal s,
very, very good condition.

This made it an ideal candidate
for a restoration. The car itself
was pretty much a base model
with a 351C 2bbl (H -code), C6
automatic, plain hood and
hubcaps. One of the unique
aspects of the car was that it

was equipped with air condi-
tioning (rare for Western New
York). It was also one of the

last cars built for the 1973

model year (late May / early

June 1973).

| began a phased restoration
on the car intending to end up
with a decent cruise and occa-
sional show car. At the time |
had a 71 Mach One | with over
180K that | had owned for

over 12 years. It was suffering
from some serious rust issues
on the frame and body, but the
drive train was in excellent
condition due to rebuilding |
had performed over the years.
| decided to strip the 71 and
sell the rolling chassis. Some
of the 71 components were
new and could be installed into
the 73. | put the original 1973
351C H -code engine in storage
and installed the 351C 4 bbl. M
-code from the 1971 into the
car. The chassis and engine
were detailed to show condi-
tion. We started driving the
car in June 1995 to cruise
nights, picnics, weekend trips,
out to dinner during summer
months, etc. | found a NOS
ram -air style hood; a set of the
optional aluminum wheels that
were only offered for the 1973
mustang; a complete tach /
gauge instrument package with
the required under  -dash and
under -hood wiring harnesses,
and NOS trim pieces. In the
November 1997 the car rolled
into the body and paint shop.

It rolled out the following Octo-
ber 1998. What had intended
to be a nice cruise and occa-
sional show car had evolved
into a very nice show car. My

from that time on. In 2002 |
decided to try a national level
Mustang Club of America show.
That experience resulted in a
photo shoot of the car for the
national Mustang Times and a 3
place in theoOcaasionad Driven
class. The experience of being
judged on a national level was a
humbling and educational proc-
ess. From the experience of the
initial national showing | pro-
geaded to improve / replace
items to eliminate scoring deduc-
tions | had received. A major
item was to pull the original 351
2bbl out of storage in 2003,
rebuild and reinstall back into the
car. In the next couple years the
car received a couple 2
place finishes including 2
40™ Anniversary in Nashville, TN
where the 1 ' place car was a
trailered, concours national win-
ner. The last two nationals |
attended (Erie, PA  -2007; Oak-
ville, Ont. T 2008) resulted in 1
place finishes with less than 4
points deducted for the entire

car.

Last year | decided to retire the
1973 from national MCA competi-
tion. But even retired from the
national shows
make improvements such as LED
instrument lighting, roller bearing
spring perches and new coil
springs. Keep
always driven the car T no trai
i to the national shows in the
Northeast and Mid - West region
the nation. One of our favorite
weekends for the past decade is
to drive the car to Watkins Glen,
NY for the vintage race festival
every fall. It
combines a festival and a road
rally type tour of the Central New
York Finger Lakes region that
attracts hundreds of vintage (and
new) sport and performance cars.
| purchased the 1969 convertible
thru Ebay five years ago (2004).
The experience of the 1973 res-
toration made me realize | have
more fun during the actual resto-
ration process than any other
time i although spending a Na-
tional Show weekend at a nice
hotel or participating in a 600
mile weekend rally is also a great
experience.

The auction description noted the
car had 52K on it, no rust and
was located in Kansas / Okla-
homa area. As it turned out, it
was the real deal, albeit some-
what pricey, but in 2004 vintage
mustang prices were rising

quickly.

The origi-
nal paint was

310 cars. Bringing the 69 back to
the original color was a given. |
decided that since | already had
one mustang restored to original
standards, it was time to try
something different. The intent
for this car would be to create a
restomod

graded engine, suspension and
chassis.

Eventually the 69 went into the
body shop in December 2006.
The original 302 engine was re-
built with some state of the art
improvements. The original block
was retained, but new aluminum
heads were installed; a new Edel-
brock Air -Gap manifold was pre-
pared by a specialty machinist on
the west coast for multi  -port
electronic fuel injection. We
installed an Accel DFI fuel injec-
tion system which allows the use
of the stock air cleaner. The
engine was broken in on a dyno
which resulted in 292 hp and 325
ft Ibs torque. The original C4
