CARS OF THE MONTH - BOB SMITH 
I have 3 '86 GTs: The black pony w/tan interior I bought in '02 from 2nd owner in Cleveland with 
48k miles. The Blue hatchback I bought in Aug 07 in Long Island. A former drag car restored to 
original appearance but '02 Bright Atlantic Blue paint and total new interior! Car looks stock but 
still has engine and drag mods by a previous owner-FAST! I knew of this car for three years be-
fore I bought it. I even had a picture as my screen saver at work and at home. Since retiring in 
June 07, I was looking for a VW Bus but couldnôt find one that met my standards, so I happened 
upon Craigôs list one day in July 07 and just wondered if out of pure coincidence that the Blue 86 
GT Hatchback in Long Island that I longed for (I had contacted owner by email 3 yrs earlier trying 
to buy but he never responded) could possibly be for sale....Well the 5th Mustang on the list was 
this Mustang! I couldnôt believe it! We made a deal and I flew to Long Island and drove it 
home!...The Red T-top was also found on Craigôs List last October. Very clean original car w/
repaint.
